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Milk processing is a water-intensive process. At the same time,
the Vitalait dairy industry is located in a region of Tunisia that
is particularly exposed to water stress. In this context, EBP
analysed the existing water supply and industrial wastewater
treatment of the milk factory, with a particular focus on
sewage sludge management. Based on this, a detailed action
plan was developed serving Vitalait as a sound basis for
further investments into sustainable water management.
